INTRODUCTION

COMMITTED TO RESPONSIBLE PALM OIL

Active in France and internationally in sectors as diverse as agri-foods,
livestock nutrition and expertise or renewable energies and chemistry,
the Avril group uses palm oil in the following sectors: oleochemistry
(Oleon), soap (Lesieur Cristal), biodiesel (Saipol), animal nutrition
(Sanders).

Given the threats that particular ecosystems face due to the expansion
of palm plantations, the Avril group included a dedicated policy regarding
its palm oil supply in its sustainable development strategy. This policy
was published in 2016 and aims to ensure both the preservation of
fragile ecosytems and the respect of Human Rights.

This document presents the progress our Group achieved so far. From
now on, we will publish updated information each year.

OUR AMBITION

The Group always strives to obtain its palm oil from suppliers who can
prove that its cultivation does not contribute to the destruction of
forests and peatlands, and respects the rights of workers and local
communities. Achieving this NPDE ambition (No Deforestation, no Peat,
no Exploitation) means rolling out specific practices within our supply
chains in terms of certification and traceability.
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OUR OBJECTIVES AND RESULTS

2018 Objective:

100% of our palm oil supply is certified or
covered by RSPO credits

RAW MATERIALS CERTIFICATION

To meet this ambition, a first structuring step was to draw on both
existing certification schemes and the Book and Claim system (purchase
of credits) to cover our palm oil supply.

A part of Avril's supply is already covered by ISCC-EU certification (in the
context of EU legislation on biofuels) or RSPO certification.

In addition, Avril established in 2015 an internal standard that requires
the purchase of RSPO credits (formerly GreenPalm Certificates) to
cover volumes which were not certified otherwise. The objective is to
cover 100% of our supplies by 2018.

2017 results:

A 93% of palm oil purchased by Avril is certified or
covered by RSPO credits.

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2018 Objective:

Full traceability of the supply chain back to the
mills

RAW MATERIALS TRACEABILITY

To go beyond and contribute more directly to the evolution towards
more sustainability in the production of palm oil, we decided to engage
in a direct dialogue with our suppliers by asking them to do the same
with the other actors of the supply chain.

Since 2016, Avril's subsidiaries informed their suppliers of the Group’s
palm policy and its zero deforestation requirements. Then, each
subsidiary requested its suppliers to provide information enabling to
map the supply chain back to the mills, which are the primary processing
units and a good indication of the location of the production sites
(plantations).

2017 results

A 100% of the palm oil (including its olein and stearin
fractions) purchased by the Group is traceable
back to the mills.
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
